It
has a stronger flavor than Russian tarragon.
Used by Southwestern chefs. Also known as
Mexican Mint, Spanish Tarragon, and Winter
Tarragon. Cold Tolerant. Heat Tolerant. Drought Tolerant. High
Humidity Tolerant. Easy to grow. Suitable for herb gardens, flower
beds, or containers. An excellent choice for home gardens.
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
